During dehydration, the washing
machine is rotating at high speed.
Because water in water-resistant

clothing could not be discharged
instantaneously, the machine will be out
cauton  Of balance, causing abnormal vibration
and other unexpected accidents.

While the machine is running,
do not touch the bottom with
hand or foot, where there’s a

rotating mechanism, so as to
avoid getting hurt.

Things to Check Before Wash

o The capacity of Wash and Spin program refers to the maximum weight of dry
clothes that Wash and Spin program can take on.

o Different types of fabric and size will affect the washing performance, put an
adequate amount of clothes to ensure a good rotation for a more effective wash.

* Remove coins, keys, and other hard objects, close zippers, buckles to avoid
scratching the interior of washing machine.

e To wash wool and delicate clothing, use washing mesh bag.

e Sort out colorfast items and heavily soiled items to wash them separately.

e The amount of softener and liquid detergent shall not exceed the top of siphon cap.

Instructions Before Wash

Connect water inlet hose properly, turn on water tap, put down the drain hose.
Before plugging in the power cord, make sure the socket is earthed.

Check the care label to see whether the clothes is suitable to wash by a washer.
Load washing machine properly, add measured detergent and softener.

Close the lid.

All buttons will not function under child lock mode, except to unlock. Alarm
CHILD LOCK: beeps when lid is open under child lock mode. For safety purpose, washer will
drain the water if lid opens for too long.
RINSE+: Add onerinse to STANDAED, HEAVY, and GENTLE ECO program.

WATER LEVEL:

Select suitable preset time (1~24hours).

Preset time is to set the time for start washing. 1hour preset time means
Program will start washing after 1 hour.

*Water efficiency program: Power on, select GENTLE ECO program by PROGRAM button,This is water effciency
program. (water level will be in HIGH), then press Start/Pause button. This nominated mode is recommeded for
normally soiled load, silk or other delicate cIothmg to rate capacity in the product literature.

* Fuzzy program starts display with

* When program is running, display shews remaining time (Rem) in “minute”

» When PRESET mode operating, display shows preset time (Preset) in  “hour”

* When SOAK mode operating, display shows “JP”

Thlngs to Check Before Operating Your Washing Machine

When selecting a washing program, choose the water level according to load size.
May choose different water levels for different programs.

e Once START/PAUSE button pressed (washing program running), the selected
program cannot be changed. To change washing program, turn the power off then
turn on again.

*  The indicator light blink while program is running. Indicator light will light up when
program is selected.

*  Guide for operation buttons:

1.  Other than POWER button, the rest of the button do not work when the
washer is beeping; PRESET is working; or wash course ends.

2. When washer is paused, PRESET button will not function.

3. Other than POWER button and START/PAUSE button, the rest of the buttons
will not function when wash, rinse, spin course is running.

* To avoid washer overheat which could cause thermostat to operate, please do not
continuously run the washer more than 3 cycles.

Usage of Softener

*  Measure the correct amount as recommended on the softener package into a
cup and then pour it into the softener dispenser

« If the concentrated softener is used, dilute it with water one third of its original
concentration before pouring it into the softener inlet.

* Do not leave softener in the softener inlet for long
periods, it may agglomerated.

* Do not mix softener with other detergent, it may
cause chemical reaction.

* Please rotate inner tub clockwise until you can add
softener into the dosing compartment conveniently.

*  The auto dosing function will not work if rinse option
is selected as “1”.

*  During the rinsing process, do not open the tub lid.
On the contrary, softener will be put in ahead of
time, and it will affect the resuilt.
